
Suicide Prevention Policy   
 
 
Concordia University Texas takes the danger of suicide or suicidal 
ideation/attempts among its students seriously.  Suicide is the second leading cause 
of death for college students and 90% of completed suicides are related to 
untreated or undertreated mental illness, usually depression.  Therefore, CTX 
requires students who threaten or attempt suicide, who engage in efforts to prepare 
to complete suicide or who have expressed a preoccupation with suicide to attend 
up to four, one hour sessions of professional assessment with a licensed mental 
health professional.
